This course requires the successful completion of 320 credit
points across six domains.

In addition to these units, you need to successfully complete the LaNTITE (Literacy and Numeracy Test
for Initial Teacher Education) which is conducted by ACER (Australian Council of Educational Research).
This is a pre-requisite for the third Effective Teaching unit (EDET200) and without a successful result
being received by ACU, you will be prevented from undertaking this unit and will result in delaying the
completion of the degree.

Effective Teaching Units 60cp

mentored teaching practice. Each experience builds on the previous one and require the completion
of prerequisites.
